Self-Blame Strengthen

In Serbia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, Montenegro, Macedonia, Albania, Kosovo*, Slovenia there is a very popular song of the band No smoking orchestra from Sarajevo, Bosnia and Herzegovina (Zabranjeno pušenje) titled Museum of revolution from 2009 in which there are words:
“I am big and all of you are the small beings, in principal you are lower species

If you are so clever, why you do not have a couple a million of Euros…”

Why is that?
Because, the environment in which exist manipulation with religion, nation, corruption, education and establishment made that possible. The most popular characters are the ones who are on “black pages” of the newspaper and the one who cheated the Taxation office of the state. 

Having that in mind, people suffer of confuses being faced with the failure of the “rule of law” and the establishment of the “law of the rule”. They keep asking themselves exactly those words quoted above from Noam Chomsky’s ten strategies of manipulation.
